Boothferry Aire & Calder Joint Canal Committee
1. Name

The Organisation shall be called the Boothferry Aire & Calder Joint Canal Committee (hereinafter identified as JCC).

2. Aims and objectives

The aims and objectives of the JCC shall be to manage recreational angling on the Aire & Calder Canal between Goole and Great Heck, including managing a peg booking system for both member and non-member clubs wishing to fish matches on the canal.
3. Membership

Membership of the JCC shall be open to all angling clubs applying to the Secretary and being accepted by the Officers, subject to the approval of the other members at the next AGM.
Temporary (day membership) shall be available to individuals on payment of a fee as determined at the AGM.

All members will be subject to the Constitution and Rules and by joining the JCC, or purchasing temporary day membership, will be deemed to accept these.

4. Membership fees

Each member club shall pay an annual subscription as determined at the AGM.
5. Match bookings

Any club wishing to book pegs on the canal in order to run a match must deal only with the Water Booking Secretary (or any delegated deputy).

Member clubs will have preference over non-member clubs when booking matches.

The match-booking peg fees shall be determined by the members at the AGM

6. Officers

The Officers of the JCC will be:

· Chairman

· Secretary

· Treasurer

· Match/Water Booking Secretary

· Any other relevant position.

Officers will be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

All Officers will retire each year but will be eligible for re-appointment.

7. Meetings
The JCC shall hold an Annual General Meeting (AGM) each year and meet at other times as deemed necessary by the Officers.

The AGM will receive a report from the Officers and a statement of the audited accounts.

Elections of Officers will take place at the AGM.

All members have the right to vote at the AGM.

The Secretary shall be responsible for liaising with the Chairman and others regarding the agenda and for circulating this to all members at least 14 days before the AGM or any other meeting.

The Secretary shall be responsible for circulating meeting reports no later than 28 days after the meeting took place.

All communications shall normally be transmitted electronically (e-mail).

8. Finance

The Treasurer will be responsible for the finances of the JCC.

All monies shall be banked in an account in the name of the JCC.

The financial year shall be 1 April to 31 March.
The Treasurer shall present a statement of accounts to the Annual General Meeting.

The accounts shall be audited by two independent members of the JCC.

All withdrawals from the JCC’s bank account shall require the signatures of any two of the Officers.

9. Discipline and appeals

All complaints regarding the behaviour of members should be submitted in writing to the Secretary.

The Officers will meet to hear complaints within 28 days of a complaint being lodged, and shall have the power to take any disciplinary action which they feel is appropriate, including the termination of membership.

The outcome of a disciplinary hearing should be notified in writing to the person who lodged the complaint and the member against whom the complaint was made within seven days of the hearing.

There will be the right of appeal to the Officers following disciplinary action being announced. The Officers shall consider the appeal within 28 days of the Secretary receiving the appeal.

10. Dissolution

A resolution to dissolve the JCC can only be passed at an AGM or EGM through a majority vote of the membership.

In the event of dissolution, any assets of the JCC that remain will be passed either to another organisation with similar objectives to those of the JCC or to the Angling National Governing Body.

11. Amendments to the constitution

The constitution will only be changed through agreement by majority vote at an AGM or EGM.

12. Equity and Ethics

The JCC, its Officers and members will endeavour to act in a way that is fair to everyone and to ensure a duty of care for all members.

All concerns, allegations or reports of poor practice/abuse relating to the welfare of children and young people will be recorded and responded to swiftly by referring the matter to the appropriate Angling National Governing Body Officer.

12. Declaration

Boothferry Aire & Calder Joint Canal Committee hereby adopts and accepts this Constitution as a current operating guide regulating the actions of members.
